Publicity Press Book
2011-2012
   There have been a number of changes made to the Publicity Press Book.   I have included this information and other information that I hope will be helpful to everyone.

   The publicity Press Book is not a scrapbook.   You do not need any fancy do-dads, the paper should be all one color but not necessarily white, and no handwritten information on it.  There is no limit on the number of pages like the other awards have. 

   Material must consist only of newspaper, magazine, newsletter or any publication clippings with name and the date of publication over it but the name and the date need not be attached to the article. 
   Clear photocopies are permitted and reduced Photocopies of lengthy articles are permitted. Downloading of published articles from the internet is permitted.   For instance, if you have put something in the LGCF newsletter you can go ahead and print it off the website.   Make sure that you not only print the article off but also the name of the publication and the date. 
   You do not need a Table of Contents or you do not have to number your pages any more.   Also  the categories based on the membership of clubs has changed, Small Cubs 29 members or less Medium Clubs 30-99 members Large Clubs 100 members and over. 

  Make sure the materials are in chronological order January 1through December 31. 

  Make sure that the material is cut evenly and that it is place evenly. No loose clippings. Neatness and uniformity do count. It should be submitted in a report cover or folder 81/2 x11 or 9x12”.    No heavy scrapbooks or over sized portfolios.
   Each published item must contain the name of your club and /or the person/identified as a member of your club.   You must underline the first use of the name of your club and/or person. Articles should include what where and when; publicity should relate to your club’s or person’s projects and/or activities; promotion of NGC objectives and goals.
   Include something from every month including the summer months. 
   Your Publicity Press Book has to get to me by January 15.    Do not wait until the very last minute to put it together.   Starting in January put your news clippings and other publicity in you’re your Publicity Press Book folder that way when you get all your publicity for December all you have to do is put it in the folder, put it an envelope and send it to me.
    When your publicity Press Book wins first place it will be sent to Deep South were it will be judged again and the results will be sent to NGC.   You will need to send me an extra label with the NGC Award #44 and the information that goes on it.   Make sure you have the right little i’s for the size of your club on that label.   You will also need to send me an extra title sheet with the information for NGC award #44 on it and two filled out NGC Award Applications.   You can find all this information and what you need to do to put your book together on the NGC website under Award #44 on the list of NGC Awards.    This information is also in the fall issue of the National Gardener.   If you send me these extra copies I can add the information to your press book before I send it on to Deep South.   Then your press book will look more uniform and you will have a better chance of winning a NGC award.
   One last thing, clip a note on your folder with your name and address on it as Deep South will not send your Publicity Press Book back to me so they will need to know who to send it to.

   I hope that a number of you will send me a Publicity Press Book to judge.   Good luck with it.
